Terms of a Land Trust:  The Colorado Community Land Trust and the homeowner will be partners in homeownership. The homeowner will own the home (structure and improvements), and the LCLT will own the land. It will lease lots to individual homebuyers for $70 per month.   A goal of the program is to keep the home affordable over time for future homebuyers. Therefore, when you sell the home, the amount you could earn on the sale will be limited to 25% of market appreciation on the home.
